Morgan Log House

This program is hosted by the Welsh
Valley Preservation Societgpa-profit
organization committed to maintaining
Historic Morgan Log House, located in
Towamencin Township. The Morgan Log
House dates to the 1700s and is a splendid
example of early domestic architecture. Ninety
percent of its original materials remain.
Meticulously restored, the Morgan Log House
is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places, and exhibits fine, antique furniture,
metals, and household implements, including
original decorative arts from Pennsylvania.
Gardens feature period herbs, flowers, and
native Pennsylvania plants. Our mission is the
educate the public about the history of
Towamencin Township, Montgomery County
and its place in Pennsylvania history as
demonstrated by the architecture, lives of the
past residents, and their material culture.
Guided tours, special programs and classes are
offered throughout the year.
